 Creative Page for the Chanukah Project 

In the Chanukah project, a Creative Page is a section where you express the themes, values, history, or personal meaning of Chanukah in a creative, artistic format.
It allows you to go beyond facts and show understanding through expression, imagination, and symbolism.
You may choose ONE of the following:
1. Poem
A poem that expresses:
The miracle of the oil
The bravery of the Maccabees
The theme of light vs. darkness
What Chanukah means personally

2. List
A meaningful list related to Chanukah, such as:
“8 Things I’m Grateful For”
“8 Lessons from the Maccabees”
“My 8 Lights of Strength”
“8 Miracles I See Today”
This connects the holiday’s symbolism to personal reflection.

3. Interview

Students write an interview with:
A Maccabee
A modern hero who shows courage

A family member about Chanukah traditions
The menorah “speaking” about its purpose

Example question:
Q: What does your flame represent?
A: Hope, courage, and the power to shine.

4. Collage
A digital or hand-made collage representing:
Symbols of Chanukah (dreidel, oil, menorah, olive branch)
Themes such as bravery, miracles, faith, light
Personal or family traditions
Colors and images that express the atmosphere of Chanukah

Purpose of the Creative Page in the Chanukah Project

It helps you:

Connect emotionally and personally to the holiday
Show understanding through art and creativity
Reflect on deeper values: courage, faith, perseverance, miracles, identity
Make the project more meaningful and expressive


Your Creative Page is a fun, artistic part of your Chanukah project.
You can write a poem, make a list, create an interview, or design a collage.
Whatever you choose, it should express the message, story, or meaning of Chanukah in your own creative way.
