Global Travel Expo – Become a Travel Agent!
PROJECT OVERVIEW
In this project, you and your group will become professional travel agents. Your job is to convince tourists to visit your country by creating a travel presentation, a colorful travel advertisement, and a quiz for the class. This project also includes a Science and Environment connection.
GROUP SIZE
Groups of 2–3 students
STEP 1 – CHOOSE A COUNTRY
Each group chooses ONE country. You may choose a country from the sign-up sheet or another country approved by the teacher.
STEP 2 – REQUIRED COUNTRY INFORMATION
ALL groups must include:
• Continent
• Capital city
• Population
• Languages spoken
• Diversity of people/cultures
• Flag
• Meaning of flag colors/symbols
• Climate
• Currency
• Map/location
STEP 3 – CHOOSE YOUR TRAVEL AGENT SPECIALTY
Choose ONE specialty:
• Adventure & Nature Travel Agents
• Food & Culture Travel Agents
• History & Heritage Travel Agents
• Modern Cities Travel Agents
• Luxury & Vacation Travel Agents
STEP 4 – TRAVEL PLANNING INFORMATION
Include:
• Travel options
• Approximate travel time
• Approximate prices
• Hotel or motel options
• Hotel prices
• Restaurants and food options
• Swimming pools, beaches, entertainment, or activities
• Explain who this vacation is best for
STEP 5 – CREATE A COLORFUL TRAVEL ADVERTISEMENT
Your advertisement should:
• Include pictures
• Include a slogan
• Convince tourists to visit your country
• Explain why your country is special
STEP 6 – CREATE THE PRESENTATION
Include:
• Title slide
• Country information
• Travel specialty section
• Travel planning section
• Hotel and entertainment section
• Final slide: Why should tourists visit your country?

IMPORTANT: Slides should contain keywords and pictures only.
STEP 7 – CREATE A QUIZ
Each group must create a short quiz for the class.
STEP 8 – SCIENCE & ENVIRONMENT CONNECTION
Your group must include ONE science/environment section about your country.

Explain:
• an important environmental or scientific feature
• how it affects people or tourism
• whether it helps or creates challenges

Examples may include:
• climate and weather
• ecosystems and wildlife
• volcanoes, mountains, deserts, or rainforests
• natural disasters
• pollution or environmental problems
• environmental protection efforts

THE PASSPORT ACTIVITY
Every student will receive a blank Traveler Passport.

During presentations, students must complete their passports using information from each country presentation.

Students should record:
• Country name
• Capital
• Language
• Currency
• One interesting fact
• One reason tourists should visit

Students will use their passports during quizzes and activities.
